I nt ensive Training in Advanced Spoken and Writ t en Japanese

PROGRAM: The Inter- University
Center for Japanese Language Studies
located in Yokohama, with space,
services, and various amenit ies provided
by the municipal government, provides
an intensive ten- month t raining
program in advanced Japanese for a
select  number of undergraduate,
graduate and post- graduate students.

The CenterÕs 10- month intensive
program is intended for students who
are embarking on careers in Japanese
studies or a profession in which f luent
Japanese is necessary.

The program is designed to bring each
part icipant to a level of prof iciency
suff icient  for academic or professional
use.  Training focuses on development
of the ability to converse in Japanese on
specialized subjects, to comprehend and
deliver public presentat ions, and to read
and write mater ials in Japanese in order
to funct ion professionally in academia,
business, government, and other f ields.

Instruct ion is in small group classes.
Some tutor ial instruct ion is provided.
Normally, classes meet twenty- one
hours per week.  Students are expected
to devote their t ime outside the
classroom to preparat ion and self - paced
study.  The workload does not permit
t ime for individual dissertat ion research
or other research work.

The CenterÕs 10- month program is
divided into two parts. In the f irst  half  of
the program, teaching is geared toward
development of competence in
construct ing complex  ut terances and
extended discourse, using Japanese

accurately and appropriately in social
set t ings, and expressing and
understanding Japanese on general
topics. This t raining provides a solid
foundat ion for specialized, advanced
language training. In the second half  of
the program instruct ion centers on
developing specialized language skills
necessary for students to pursue their
academic goals or professional work.
Throughout the program, tutor ial
sessions are provided once a week so
every student may work with part icular
linguist ic problems and talk f reely on
self  selected topics.

ADMISSION: The Center admits up
to 60 students who (1) are degree
candidates at  a university or college, or
graduates who intend to enroll in a
graduate program after complet ing their
Center t raining, or students who have
already completed graduate t raining; (2)
have demonstrated outstanding
professional promise, as reflected by
grades, recommendat ions, and
statements of purpose; (3) have f inished
two years or more of college- level study
of Japanese or the equivalent; and (4)
have obtained an acceptable score on
the Inter- University Center Japanese
Prof iciency Test.

The Inter- University Commit tee
encourages students to apply for
admission early in their academic
careers, when they can give their
undivided at tent ion to a mastery of the
language that  will be useful at  later
stages of professional t raining. The
Commit tee welcomes applicat ions f rom
a mature commitment to a career related
graduat ing seniors who can demonstrate

to Japan.

Admission to the Inter- University Center
is based on the studentÕs academic
qualif icat ions and professional goals and
is entirely independent of f inancial
considerat ions, so no student should
hesitate to apply to the Center because
of concern over costs. Admissions are
made without regard to gender, age,
race, color, disability, religion, sexual
orientat ion, or ethnic origin.

CREDIT: The Center does not grant
academic credit . However, the Center
provides an evaluat ion of work
completed during the Center program.
Any credit  for work done at  the Center
must be arranged through the studentÕs
home institut ion.

FEES: Attendance fees for 2009- 2010
are $19,000. Students enrolled at  and
seeking a degree from a member
institut ion during the 2007- 08 or
2008- 09 academic year will receive a
part ial tuit ion remission to at tend the
Inter- University Center. Fees are set
each year and subject  to change.

FINANCIAL AID: The Center has
limited scholarships made available by
the College WomenÕs Associat ion of
Japan, the Shoyu Club, the Tokyo Club,
the Mitsubishi UFJ Foundat ion, the Sato
Foundat ion, the America- Japan Society,
the Ito Foundat ion USA, the Cressant
Foundat ion, the Hiroko Araki Fowler
Scholarship and the U.S. Department of
Educat ion. Students are urged to explore
all avenues of funding such as FLAS, and
private foundat ions.
